GENERAL INFORMATION

DETERMINING YOUR CONFRATUTE GOALS

To help you reflect on your educational or professional goals before arriving at Confratute, we encourage you to
complete the Adult Interest-A-Lyzer. You are not expected to turn in the Interest-A-Lyzer. The instrument is
designed to help you examine and articulate your ideas about personal and professional interests to assist you in
determining which Confratute experiences will be most professionally relevant for you.

MEETINGS WITH STRAND COORDINATORS

Each Strand Coordinator will be available for individual and small group meetings. Sign-up sheets will be available
in each Strand Coordinator’s mailbox in Command Central. Generally, individual meetings are scheduled in 15-
minute intervals and group meetings are scheduled for 30 minutes each.

BYOL (Bring Your Own Laptop)

Bring your own laptop for advanced technology strands and an Ethernet cable for wired access. Most technology
strands targeted at beginner or novice levels will be held in computer labs; however, individual work stations are
not guaranteed. Laptop computers will not be supplied for student use.

INTERNET ACCESS

Wireless internet access is available in most classrooms and common areas. A guest authorization procedure is
required for Internet access. A limited number of computers are provided for Internet and email access in the
Rome Commons Lobby every day except during registration times. Other areas within walking distance on campus
also have guest computers available. See page 10 for details about using your own computer on campus.

CONFRATUTE SURVIVAL KIT
Bring items that may be useful in the preparation of educational products, such as reference books, work supplies
(ruler, scissors, markers), and guidelines for programs or standards from your home state.

ATTIRE

Participants should dress comfortably in casual clothing, as most activities will be on
an informal basis. Comfortable walking shoes are highly recommended, as UConn
is predominantly a pedestrian campus. If you plan to attend the banquet on either el Tl
Thursday evening, dinner attire would be in order. Our days are usually warm to hot,
but evenings or air-conditioned buildings can be cool. We suggest that you bring a
sweater, sweatshirt, or light jacket so that you might dress in layers and rain gear or an
umbrella may be useful.

FITNESS & RECREATION

There are many opportunities to stay fit at Confratute. The UConn Student Recreation Facility offers a pool, exercise
equipment, and other recreational facilities for a small fee. Walking, biking, and jogging maps will be available at
Command Central. Bring your own equipment, bathing suits, and towels to take full advantage of these many
opportunities.

AVOID CONFRATUTE OVERLOAD

Each day of Confratute is packed with keynote presentations, strands, special sessions, social events, and other
activities. Past experience has shown us that you should be selective in scheduling your time. You should leave
some time for browsing in the Best of the Best Curriculum Library, working on an educational product, having
informal conversations, or sitting under a tree to simply think a little and enjoy yourself. Confratute is a total
learning experience and we firmly believe that a part of that experience should be devoted to informal discussion,
recreational and social activities, and just plain relaxation.

RESIDENT INFORMATION

RESIDENT HOUSING

In one sense, resident participants at “Tute” go back to college. Planning for this in advance will help
make your stay on campus even more enjoyable. Residents stay in Wilson, Rosebrooks, or Snow Hall,
part of the South Campus Residence Complex. The dorms are ample in size, clean, comfortable, and air-
conditioned. The residence halls are “suite-style" with two bedrooms, a common living room, and Tk B i
bathroom that is shared by all suite occupants. Each bedroom has two single beds for a total occupancy

of four people per suite. Single occupancy rooms are connected by a shared bathroom. If no preferred roommate is listed on
your registration, you will be assigned a roommate and/or suitemates upon arrival. Please contact our office at (860)486-
4826 or confratute@uconn.edu if any special arrangements are required.

Rooms come with linens, telephones, and Internet service, but do not have any of the traditional amenities you will find in a
hotel (such as daily maid service, televisions, alarm clocks, hair dryers, irons, coffee makers, or refrigerators). A towel
exchange is also provided along with weekly housekeeping service. Laundry facilities are available for a fee, payable at the
Conference Housing Desk, however, laundry supplies are not included. For a virtual tour of the suite-style rooms click on
living on campus.

The Conference Housing Desk is open 24 hours a day. Residence hall accommodations end at noon on Friday, July 24. Check-
in begins at 4:00 PM. Check-out ends at 12:00 noon.

MEALS

Meals are served in the Rome Commons Dining Hall beginning with a light meal each Sunday evening, July 12 & 19 and ending
with lunch each Friday, July 17 & 24. Continental breakfasts are provided on the weekend of July 18 & 19 in the Rome
Commons Portico. Participants will be responsible for their own lunch and dinner on Saturday, July 18 and for lunch on
Sunday, July 19. A list of local restaurants will be available for your convenience. Grab & Go sandwiches will be available from
8:30 pm - 10:00 pm at the grab & go area outside of the dining hall for participants who arrive after 8:30 pm each Sunday.

PHONE

Phones are provided in each room with access to the local calling area, 800 number dialing, use of calling cards, or for
operator assisted calls. Instructions for dialing are included in an information binder in each room. Phone messages can be left
at the Conference Housing Desk at (860) 486-2697. Messages will be posted on a message board in the lobby of Rome
Commons.

INTERNET ACCESS IN RESIDENCE HALLS

Wireless Internet service is available in residence hall lounge areas only. Ethernet jacks are provided in each dorm room for
wired access, but cables are not provided. A guest authorization procedure is required for Internet access (details on pg. 10).
Technology staff is on call during regular business hours to handle any questions. After hours, questions can be forwarded to
the Conference Housing Desk. A limited number of computers for Internet/email access are provided for participants in the
Rome Commons Lobby every day except during registration times. Other areas on campus have guest computers available.

“EXTRAS” TO PACK

For your comfort you may wish to bring a desk lamp, bed light, alarm clock, extension cord, and small personal mirror. Not all
of Confratute is hard work, and therefore we would suggest that you bring along a bathing suit, sunscreen, a tennis racket,
bicycle, or jogging or exercise gear. Don’t pack too much, as you will be responsible for carrying your own luggage to and
from your dorm rooms.

SMOKING, SAFETY, AND RESPECT FOR OTHERS

Smoking, candles, or open flames of any kind are not allowed in the dorm rooms. Smoking is limited to designated areas
outside of buildings. Code Blue Phones are placed around campus for emergencies and connect directly to the UConn Police
Department. While in our casual campus atmosphere, please reduce the use of perfumes and scents in consideration of fellow
participants with asthma and chemical sensitivities. We also ask that you please respect the quiet hours in and around the
dorms: 11:00 pm to 6:00 am.

CEUs & CREDIT INFORMATION

CEUs (Continuing Education Units)

Participants who attend Confratute for two weeks can earn up to 7.0 CEUs (70 hours) by
attending and documenting a full schedule of keynotes, strands, and special sessions.
Participants who attend Confratute for one week can earn up to a maximum of 3.7 CEUs (37
hours). Participants may not receive both academic credit and CEU’s for Confratute.

GRADUATE CREDIT OPTION

Confratute can be taken as a fully accredited graduate course in Educational Psychology at the University of
Connecticut, earning three (3) or six (6) credits. Participants who register and pay for graduate credit will select a
strand as their “major” and work independently with their strand coordinator to develop an independent project
or product to fulfill the requirements for earning credit in either EPSY 5195: Workshop in Education or EPSY
5198: Curriculum Lab. Guidelines for product development will be discussed in each strand and will be included
in the information you receive when you arrive at Confratute. Participants earning graduate credit are not eligible
to receive CEUs. Payment for academic credit is a separate, additional cost beyond the Confratute registration fee.

APPLICATION AND PAYMENT FOR CREDIT

Application and payment for graduate credit is accepted on-site in Command Central on
Tuesday through Friday each week in Command Central. Application for credit after the
conclusion of Confratute is not accepted. A separate tuition fee in the amount of $1,485.00 for
three (3) graduate credits (one-week attendance required) or $2,970.00 for six (6) graduate credits
(two weeks attendance required) is due when you apply. An additional one-time enrollment fee of

$65.00 is required for non-degree students and $45.00 for degree students. This enrollment fee is required
regardless of whether three credits or six credits are taken. Payment is to be made by cash, check, money order,
purchase order, or credit card (MasterCard, Discover Card, and Diners International) upon registration for
graduate credit. VISA card payments are accepted for non-degree students only. Financial Aid information can be

found at the Graduate School Funding Resources website.

PURCHASE ORDERS

It is preferable that separate purchase orders be submitted for academic credit and Confratute registration fees. If
it is not possible to obtain a separate purchase order for the credit costs, a photocopy of one purchase order will be
acceptable ONLY if the entries are clearly itemized with participants’ names listed. Purchase orders should be made
payable to the University of Connecticut or UConn (FEIN 06-0772160).

INTERNATIONAL PARTICIPANTS

Immigration and Naturalization Service (INS) regulations may restrict or prohibit registration for credit by
students who are not citizens of the United States of America and not University of Connecticut degree seeking
students. It is the student’s individual responsibility to comply with INS rules and regulations. When applying for
your visa at the American Consulate, please be sure to verify that your visa category will allow you to enroll for
credits.
